ACAV’s carrying infantry.


OBSERVATION

When carrying attached infantry, mass casualties can occur when a single track hits a mine.


EVALUATION
Armored Cavalry operations in Vietnam often require the attachment of infantry.  When carrying infantry on ACAV’s there is the possibility of having a large amount of 

casualties from one mine incident.

RECOMMENDATION

No attached infantry should be carried on the lead vehicle.  Additionally, no attempt should be made to maintain the infantry organization at the expense of dispersing the 

infantry throughout the Armored Cavalry formation.  The infantry should be uniformly dispersed among all vehicles except those likely to lead.
